Progress has been made during 1980/81, with improvements to the Boatshed equipment,
with repairs to slipway cradles and the purchase of trestles for the clipway and a pedestal
drill for the workshop. The winch on No.2 slipway failed and was found to be beyond
economical repair. It has been replaced with a second hand winch which has been
thoroughly refitted before installation. Work on the slipways will continue in the ccming
year.

The waiting list has remained between 8 and 15, and with no prospect of
additional moorings being allocated to the Club, there appears no easy resolution to the
mooring situation.
