Re: PUBLIC LIABILITY Use of Contractors
working on members vessels.

We have been advised by our insurance brokers that when a
member requests work to be done by a contractor (not our
boatshed staff) on Club premises - which is taken as our land
based facility plus club moorings, we (the Club), must sight
details of Public Liability Insurance and Workers Compensation
Insurance where applicable.

Club members can use any contractor for work on their vessels,
but the Club must be protected from a liability point of view.

This does not affect you asking for work to be done directly by
employed Club labour, as the Club insures its own staff,

Contractors must show Public Liability documentation to the office
to be recorded and also advise the Boatshed Supervisor before any
work is undertaken.
