The definition of
extras for this series 1s: sails hoisted for downwind sailing only.

Every boat whose entry 15 accepted by SASC for any SASC race will sail to the
CGieneral Sailing Instructions for SASC events, observing the modifications and addenda
published for the race and division of the event entered.
